	Structure  (Luke 14:28-32)
28 For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he has enough to finish it— 29 lest, after he has laid the foundation, and is not able to finish, all who see it begin to mock him, 30 saying, ‘This man began to build and was not able to finish’? 31 Or what king, going to make war against another king, does not sit down first and consider whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who comes against him with twenty thousand? 32 Or else, while the other is still a great way off, he sends a delegation and asks conditions of peace.
(1Corinthians 12:12-28)
12 For as the body is one and has many members, but all the members of that one body, being many, are one body, so also is Christ. 13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been made to drink into one Spirit. 14 For in fact the body is not one member but many.

Sound Wisdom is like a coin (2 sides) opposite—they don’t look alike—a head and a tail.
That He would show you the secrets of wisdom!  For they would double your prudence.  Know therefore that God exacts from you less than your iniquity deserves.  –Job 11:6 (NKJV)

A balance isn’t a middle of the road, but two extremes equally weighing out at the same time.  This paradox rooted in the essence of truth itself which isn’t knowledge per se but a person—Jesus Christ.
Dishonest scales are an abomination to the LORD, But a just weight is His delight.  –Proverbs 11:1 (NKJV)

Jesus didn’t say He knew the truth, but that He was the Truth.
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.  –John 14:6 (NKJV)

Jesus represents His humanity… He is ALL man (i.e. Son of Man), and Christ represents His diety…He is ALL God (i.e. Son of God).  How can something be all one thing and all something else?  Only by faith can we receive and act on this Truth.  See Colossians 2

The only way to walk in truth or in balance is to walk in the Spirit moment by moment.
“But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.”  –Galatians 5:16 (NKJV)
